
 

England Central Pulls Off the UKSG Hat Trick! 
 
The England Central Team (West Midlands, East Midlands & Greater Manchester) 
was the winner of UK School Games 2010 at the Sunderland Aquatic Centre after 
winning this annual event in both 2008 & 2009 – creating yet another Games Record, 
as no other team has won more than once. 

In an exciting and keen competition England Central and England North swimmers 
vied for the top spot throughout the Saturday session – finishing the day with equal 
points.  Sunday was no different and the tension grew.  Finally, and sadly for the 
North, due to the host team’s disqualification in the last event Central finished first by 
a margin of just 6 points, having gained 9 gold, 6 silver and 10 bronze medals from 
the 38 individual events and 3 gold and 2 silver medals from the 6 relay events – 
there were also 4 individual & 1 team “near-misses” in 4th place.  Of the individual 
winners 5 set new UKSG records.
